Detailed narrative and reflection articles about an experience using
empirical methods. Reflections should draw on literature about
research methods from writing studies and other fields.

e 2000 - 5000 words

Comment & Response
Response to a previously published YSW article. These pieces offer
new insight into the argument of the article. The response presents a
clear argument, drawing on supporting sources.

e 1500 - 3000 words
